As of September 4th, Festival Foods Scrip program will be partnering with the
Great Lakes Scrip program. $25 and $100 Festival scrip cards will still be avail-
able for purchase but $50 Festival scrip cards will only be available through spe-
cial request. The youth mission account will still receive the same percentage of
rebate (3%). We encourage program participants to place larger orders less fre-
quently or pre-order cards 1 to 2 weeks in advance of when you will need

them. Cards ordered on Sundays will still be available for pick up on the follow-

ing Sunday.

In addition to the changes in the Festival scrip program, partnering with Great
Lakes Scrip will allow the youth to expand the gift card options available for the
congregation to purchase. Great Lakes Scrip Center offers over 300 of the
country’s biggest brands, including grocery, department stores, gas stations,
restaurants, hotels, home improvement, and more. Rebates vary per retailer
and can range anywhere from 1% up to 25%. Just by using scrip to pay for your
normal weekly purchases, you can easily raise $500 or more per year per partic-
ipant! At this time, the youth program will continue to keep Festival Foods and
Kwik Trip cards in stock at the church but will also order other cards a few times
per month, as requested. In addition, some cards are reloadable online and
participants can find many e-cards are available for immediate download at
